2. Guests staying more than 48 hours must register with 
the management. It is the responsibility of residents to 
ensure their guests are registered.  
 
3. Guests are entirely (financially and legally) the 
responsibility of their host resident and must comply 
with all Community Rules and Regulations. The 
community facilities are primarily for the use and 
enjoyment of the residents. All guests less than the age 
of 14 must be accompanied by the host resident or 
adult guest when using any community facilities.  
 
4. Residents of the community will be held directly 
responsible for the actions of their guest(s), regardless 
 f  he  ues s’ a e.

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Lee County Beaches 

Now that the “In Season” is here, the time for our family and friends to visit is upon us. Here is a list of 

beaches in Lee County that are open: 

Bonita Beach Park-27954 Hickory Blvd. Bonita Springs, FL 34134, Due to Hurricane Ian damages, there are no showers, 

pavilions, or BBQs available.  Portable toilets are available. 

Bowditch Point Park-50 Estero Boulevard Fort Myers Beach, FL 3393, Residents, and visitors are advised: 
Beaches and beach parks have not been restored to pre-Hurricane Ian conditions. 
Amenities such as restroom facilities, piers and walkovers have not been repaired or replaced at this time. 
Debris continues to wash onshore and may quickly be obscured by sand. 
Beach shoes should always be worn. 
Debris can still be found in near-shore areas, such as dunes or mangrove-lined coastlines. 
 

Bowman’s Beach Park-1700 Bowmans Beach Road Sanibel, FL 33957, Isolated and picturesque, this beach is probably 
the most popular on Sanibel. Great shelling and amenities make it worth the five-minute hike from the parking area to 
the beach. Adventurous beachcombers can walk for several miles on unobstructed white sand beaches covered in shells. 
The shoreline at Bowman's Beach has experienced little of the intense development seen on the rest of the islands. 
Parking Fee is $5 per hour. Lee County Annual Parking Stickers are accepted at this location. 
 

Little Hickory Island State Park-26082 Hickory Boulevard Bonita Springs, FL, Due to Hurricane Ian damages, there are 
no showers or pavilions available. Portable toilets are available onsite.  A foot-wash station is available across Hickory 
Blvd. in the City of Bonita Spring's Beach Park North parking lot.   
 

Lynn Hall Memorial Park-950 Estero Boulevard Fort Myers Beach, FL 33931, Due to Hurricane Ian damages, there are 
no showers, pavilions, or BBQs available.  Portable restrooms are available. 
 

Matanzas Pass Preserve-199 Bay Road Fort Myers Beach, FL 33931, Matanzas Pass Preserve is nearly 60-acres of 
unspoiled sanctuary located one mile south of Matanzas Pass Bridge just off Estero Blvd. on Estero Island, within 
the Town of Ft. Myers Beach. The main entrance is on Bay Road located behind Beach Elementary School just beyond the 
Estero Island Historic Cottages. The Preserve offers 1.25 miles of trails that wind through the canopies of mangroves and 
an oak hammock. Follow along with the interpretive stations during your trail.  
 

San Carlos/Bunche Beach Preserve-18201 John Morris Road Fort Myers, FL 33908, This 718-acre facility is a natural 
tidal wetlands area that is located on San Carlos Bay. It is a natural area that is indicative of the entire area before the 
introduction of exotic plant species; it is "Old Florida." This is a living ecosystem that ranges from a sandy beach to 
Mangrove forests to salt flats and contains a wide variety of wildlife for viewing and offers great photographic 
opportunities from the flora & fauna to fantastic sunsets. 
 

Turner Beach-17200 Captiva Dr. Sanibel, FL 33957, This beach is just past the bridge to Captiva. Parking is limited (fee is 
$5/hour), so arrive early. *Lee County Annual Parking Stickers are accepted at this location. This location uses a mobile 
payment system only. 
 

Alison Hagerup Beach Park-14790 Captiva Drive Captiva, FL 33924, Located at the end of San-Cap Road, directly 
behind South Seas Plantation. There is a beach parking lot (fee required) with direct access to beautiful Captiva Beach. 
Visitors parking at the Captiva Island North Lot (Alison Hagerup Beach Park) will need to download the ParkMobile app.  
 

Andy Rosse Lane Park-11570 Andy Rosse Lane Captiva, FL 33924, Andy Rosse Lane Park has locations on the East and 
West ends of Andy Rosse Lane: The West end has a beach access that allows for foot traffic only to the Gulf of Mexico as 
there are no parking areas provided. The East end (Bay side) has a small paddle craft landing site that is a part of 
the Great Calusa Blueway. Due to lack of parking, launching is difficult and not recommended. 
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Boca Grande Beach Accesses-Boca Grande, FL 33921, There are 14 Gulf of Mexico side beach locations. Not all 

locations have a beach to access but offer excellent views of the Gulf. Parking is limited. There are 11 bay side locations. 

Some are as small as a walking path to others that allow canoe/kayak launching. On the southern end of the island there 

are 14 walking paths from Gulf Blvd. to the beach. These are not marked, primitive and without parking. 

Bonita Beach Accesses-27890 Hickory Blvd. Bonita Springs, FL. 34134 

Bonita Beach Access #1 27890 Hickory Blvd, Bonita Springs, FL.  
This access is located north of Bonita Beach Park. There is a restaurant situated between the two parks. Although there 
are no restrooms at this facility, you will find that they are conveniently located at Bonita Beach Park.  Lee County Parking 
Stickers are accepted at this access. 
Bonita Beach Access # 2, 27720 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 3, 27494 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 4, 27260 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 5, 27010 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 6, 26786 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 7, 26590 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 8, 26410 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access # 9, 26220 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 34134 
Bonita Beach Access #10/Little Hickory Island Beach Park, 26082 Hickory Blvd., Bonita Springs, FL 
No pets allowed. 
Bon Fires are not permitted by the Bonita Springs Fire Department.  
 

Estero Island Beach Accesses-Between 50 and 950 Estero Blvd. Fort Myers Beach, FL 33931, There are seven beach 

accesses, #37 thru #43, that allow for foot traffic only to the Gulf of Mexico as there are no parking areas provided. They 

are located north of Matanzas Bridge on Estero Blvd. between Lynn Hall and Bowditch Point Regional Parks. Colored 

banners on poles designate the access number and entrances from the road and by posted signs on the Gulf side. There 

are no amenities, only trashcans. Pets are not allowed at these parks. 

Dog Beach-14436 Bonita Beach CSWY Bonita Springs, FL 34134, Please plan your trip accordingly since this area is a 

tidal flat and is subject to incoming and outgoing tides.  During mid to high tides, the beach can only be accessed by 

wading through water. Dogs may run free in a beautiful beach setting. This park does not have restrooms and instead 

has a portable toilet. Parking is free. A dog rinse off shower station is provided by a private donor to rinse your dog 

before leaving the park. Please "Paws" and read the rules. No glass containers or alcohol allowed. This is an unsupervised 

facility. You are responsible for yourself, your dog, and its behavior. The future of this wonderful facility depends upon 

your ability to self-monitor.

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Move over alligators. Iguanas making themselves at home across South Florida 
Iguanas were introduced to the wild in Florida via the pet trade as early as 1964. More than 5,500 iguanas have been 
removed from Florida as of October 2020. Female iguanas can lay 14 to 76 eggs annually. They fall from trees (when it's 
cold). They dig under our roads and seawalls. They've even been spotted in our ... toilets. 
 

So, let's find out a little bit more about these non-natives that are making themselves at home in Florida, 
what diseases they carry and how you can keep them out of your yard. 
Green iguanas appear to be established in much of Central and South Florida, including the Keys, according to 
the University of Florida's Institute of Food and Agricultural Sciences. Green iguana populations now stretch along the 
Atlantic Coast in Broward, Martin, Miami-Dade, Monroe, and Palm Beach counties and along the Gulf Coast in Collier and 
Lee counties, according to the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission. 
While there have been reports of iguanas as far north as Alachua, Highlands, Hillsborough, Indian River and St. Lucie 
counties, these are likely escaped or released captive animals and are unlikely to expand since they are not cold hardy, 
FWC said. 
On the mainland, they occur mainly near the coast. Iguanas' northern range is limited by cold temperatures. 
They can be found in both urban areas and natural habitats and are commonly found along canals in South Florida. 
 

What diseases can iguanas spread to humans? 
Iguanas, along with turtles, are a source of  salmonella infections, which is potentially life-threatening bacterial infection, 
according to VCA Animal Hospitals. Salmonella is a zoonotic disease, meaning that it can be transmitted from animals to 
humans. 
The infection can be caused by either a bite or handling feces. 
 

How can you keep iguanas away from your property? 
Never feed them, either intentionally or unintentionally. Feeding other animals also attracts iguanas. Protect valuable 
plants with cages or screen enclosures. Install sheet metal around trees and dock pilings about 18 inches from the base 
to prevent climbing. Where iguanas burrow or dig, consider installing chicken wire fencing, burying it several inches 
underground. Electric fencing may deter or stop iguanas from climbing. Iguanas are excellent climbers and can get into 
and on dwellings via overhanging trees. Trim branches to avoid this. 
 

How to get an iguana off your property 
Spray an iguana with a water hose. Install a water scarecrow sprinkler, which is a motion-activated sprinkler that releases 
a blast of water toward an intruder. Make loud noises. Hang shiny computer discs near sea walls or on trees (and change 
their locations frequently) to reflect light. Fill burrows (during the day when they're not there) with sand or concrete. 
Avoid planting what iguanas like to eat, including bright red, orange or yellow flowers and fruits, such as: 
Hibiscus, orchids, roses, garden greens such as lettuce, kale, broccoli, collards and beets, nasturtiums, impatiens, squash 
and melons, Hong Kong orchid tree, purple heart plant. 
What plants deter iguanas? Milkweed, pentas, oleanders, citrus, crotons, tough, thick-leaved plants. 
 

What are warning signs an iguana will attack? 
According to Iguana Control, warning signs of an impending iguana strike include: 
Standing on all four legs, drawing in a deep breath, making its body appear larger, l we in   f  he i uana’s dewlap (i s 
skin flap beneath its chin).  More signs of aggression or danger may include hissing. flicking their tail, rapid head bobbing, 
defensive tail whipping. 

How big do iguanas get? 
Male green iguanas can grow to over 5 feet long and weigh up to 17 pounds. 
Females can also reach 5 feet in length but usually do not weigh more than seven pounds.

The 2023-24 ORANGE HARBOR CATCH OF THE SEASON Fishing Tournament is in full cast!! The season opened last 
month and will run through April 15, 2024. The only tournament entry requirements are that: 
-you are an Orange Harbor resident,  
-you landed your catch from one of our beautiful Orange Harbor shores, and  
-you reported your catch to the tournament commissioner below, providing the species and length of your catch, and 
verified by a photo or reliable witness.  

The winner gets their name and catch engraved for all the ages upon the tournament trophy plaques 
maintained in the OH Clubhouse on the Wall of Fame.  Last year's tournament winner was fisherman John Gossett with 
his catch of a 36" Blacktip Shark. 

With the new year, the new OH season, new residents in the park, it's maybe time to reflect upon the 
tournament's origins and its history. The Catch of the Season started in 1998; before the current commissioner even 
lived in the park, and before the park was a resident-owned co-op.  My parents, Richard & Marilyn Yost, bought a 
humble snowbird home in OH in 1992.  My dad was an avid fisherman, usually fishing from a small boat while on 
vacation in Wisconsin and Minnesota. But when they were in Florida he strictly fished from the shore, and in his opinion 
there were no grander shores than Orange Harbor's, and particularly its fishing pier with its spectacular sunsets.  He 
would ride his rusty three-wheeled bike, with its basket attached on the front and its pole holders attached on the back, 
down to the pier most evenings and hold court with his fellow OH fishing comrades. Well, one dark night he hooked into 
a 72" Tarpon from off the dock. The fight was on, lasting over an hour, and with the help of Jack Fields they landed the 
catch onto the pier. Six feet long!! Much longer than any freshwater walleye, bass, northern or muskie he had ever 
caught before!! 

When I received the news in Minnesota, I replied that he should win some sort of recognition for that catch, it 
being the largest of that snowbird season. And the tournament was born!!  He was the commissioner; it being easy for 
him to know of the prominent catches in the park, and then report them to me. I would design the plaque and handle 
each year's engraving as the tournament scrivener.  Following is the historical list, borrowed from the tournament 
archives, of each season's winners, the species of their catch, and its length. Like their catch, many of these anglers have 
now passed on to that great fishing hole in heaven:

While Smartphone companies work diligently to review 

new applications, even their best efforts have allowed 

fraudulent applications to be made available. 

In a recent Washington Post review, reporters indicated 

that roughly 2 percent of the 1,000 most popular iPhone 

applications were fraudulent or infected.  Apple 

reportedly claimed to prevent over $1.5 billion in 

fraudulent transactions, however, market research 

shows that despite such efforts, app users have been 

defrauded out of approximately $48 million. 

These corrupt applications may be in the form of 

seemingly fun games, apps for trustworthy name-brand 

corporations, browsers, or news applications. 

Some applications will steal personal information, will 

charge you for downloading the app, force you to 

purchase antivirus software that you do not need, 

etc.  One app that was exposed charged customers 

$4.99 pe  week,     ead QR c des…s me hin   ha  y u  

phone can do for free. 

The issue has grown to the point that the Better 

Business Bureau has issued multiple alerts. 

It is not always possible to visually detect fraudulent 

apps.  However, many of them have misspellings, 

improperly placed spaces or use similar, but not 

identical, corporate logos that appear familiar to us. 

If a game or application gains significant popularity, one 

can expect to see similar, corrupt applications suddenly 

appear hoping to deceive consumers. 

Before downloading an app, carefully check the 

name.  Try to find reviews for that specific 

application.  Popular apps should have millions of 

downloads.  Check the number of times that specific 

app has been downloaded. 

Prior to downloading, read the description of the app.  If 

it is poorly written, contains grammatical errors and/or 

misspelled words, you are likely dealing with a 

fraudulent app.

More Older Americans Are Dying from Falls 

More than 100 Americans 65 or older died each day 
from falls in 2021, a big increase from 2020, and the 
highest rate so far this century, a government study 
reports. 
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention found 
38,742 fall-related deaths among older adults that year-
a 7.6 percent rise from 2020. The CDC says about 3 
million people over 65 go to the hospital each year with 
injuries from falls. 
There are several reasons why falls become both more 
common and more dangerous with age, says Liron 
Sinvani, M.D., a geriatrics specialist with Northwell 
Health. 
Slower reaction time can affect ability to recover from a 
stumble. Bone and muscle loss can mean a fall causes 
more damage. Worsening eyesight and hearing can 
make it harder to pick up fall-risk cues. Blood-thinning 
medications can make it hard to stop bleeding, and 
other drugs can affect balance. 
A separate study shows that factors can leave older 
people vulnerable to head injuries, which cause almost 
half of deaths due to falls in those 65-plus. 
 

Tips to prevent falls: 

• Exercise regularly. 

• Know how your medications affect you. 

• Beware of physical and mobility limitations 

• Wear clothes and shoes that fit properly. 

• Use adequate light at home. 

• Stay connected.

 The dream of an “ORANGE HARBOR BOAT CLUB” became a reality  when a group of men 

called a meeting to discuss the possibility of organizing a boat club. Seventeen 

interested men attended, now designated as the charter members, name as follows:

 During the discussion it was asked, “Do we want a boat club or just a social or 

friendship club?” After the pros and cons were all given one hundred percent of those 

attending were definitely in favor of a boat club. 

 

 The first meeting was called October 3, 1970 when an executive board of six members 

was elected, namely John VanCamp, Tom Popik, Claude Larcombe, William “Monty” Jones, 

Walter Mast, and Frank Michels, Wayne Clark was appointed to check on membership cards. 

 

 

 “Orange Harbor Boat Club” was officially decided on as the Club name, Officers were 

to be Commodore, Vice-Commodore, Fleet Captain, and Secretary-Treasurer to be elected 

each year. Frank Michels was asked to check on cost of decals.

 Mr. Daniels was appointed to furnish club membership cards assessing each member 

one dollar. John VanCamp, and Tom Popik were appointed to write up a Constitution and By-

Laws for the club. 

 

 The first Boat Club trip, November 12, 1970, to the 107 Marina was quite an 

occasion for the nine boats and thirty-five enthusiastic boaters. This stirred up much 

interest at the old home place, Orange Harbor. 

 

DECEMBER 1970 

 December 12, 1970, was the third meeting with twenty-one members present. Commodore 

Larcombe presided and brough up the Constitution and By-Laws as the important piece of 

business to be voted on. After much discussion a motion was made that they be accepted. 

The motion was carried. It was agreed that from January first to December thirty-first 

would be the club year. 

 

 About this time, Lu Jones, wife of “Monty” Jones, organized the “First Mates Club” 

made up of the wives of members of the Boat Club.

3. Strengthen your social network. Connect with 

others by taking a class, joining an organization, 

or participating in a support group. 

4. Hone your time-management skills. The more 

efficiently you can juggle work and family 

demands, the lower your stress level. 

5. Try to resolve stressful situations if you 

can. Don't let stressful situations fester. Hold 

family problem-solving sessions and use 

negotiation skills at home and at work. 

6. Nurture yourself. Treat yourself to a massage. 

Truly savor an experience: for example, eat 

slowly and really focus on the taste and 

sensations of each bite. Take a walk or a nap or 

listen to your favorite music.

Baked Salmon in Garlic Crust w/ Dijonnaise 
 
Ingredients: 
2 tsp Olive Oil 
2 tsp Minced garlic 
1 cup bran-flake cereal, pulsed fine 
2 tsp paprika 
1 tsp minced dill, plus ½ tsp 
2 (5oz) skinless salmon fillets 
¼ cup whole plain greek yogurt 
1 tsp dijon mustard 
½ tsp prepared horeseradish 
2 tsp lemon juice, plus lemon wedges for serving 
8 cups kale, swiss chard, and/or spinach 
 
Directions: 
Preheat your oven to 350 degrees fahrenheit. In a bowl 
mix 1 tsp olive oil, garlic, bran flakes, paprika, 1 tsp dill, 
and ½ tsp salt. Rub this mix into both sides of the 
salmon. Transfer the fish to one half of an oiled baking 
sheet; bake for 10 minutes. 
 
As the salmon bakes, in a small bowl mix the greek 
yogurt, dijon, remaining dill, horseradish, and half the 
lemon juice. In a large bowl, combine the greens, 
remaining lemon juice, and rest of the olive oil. Season 
to taste with salt and pepper.

Therapy Dogs-Many of these dogs are trained to be 

around the sick or elderly. They often go into hospital 

wards, senior residences, and schools. They must be 

well-behaved and well-trained. Their work often takes 

them into places where pets are not normally 

permitted, but because of their work they are welcome 

visitors. 

Service Dogs, Medical Service Dogs, and Guide Dogs-All 

dogs in this group have legal protection and have the 

right of public access to go anywhere their handler goes 

with very few exceptions. All dogs in this category must 

be trained to do work or perform tasks for the handler 

with a specific disability, as well as being well-behaved. 

They can be trained by the owner/handler or by an 

organization.

Gate Tutorial 

To protect our residents and protect our gate codes, 

there is a simple way for all of us to let in our guests, 

contractors, vendors, etc. At the front gate there is a pin 

pad kiosk.

The Co-op shall limit the number of manufactured homes a resident can own to two (2). Any resident who owns more 
than two (2) manufactured homes at the execution of these Rules and Regulations shall be permitted to retain 
ownership of those manufactured homes. Management reserves the right to conduct a credit check for each additional 
manufactured home purchased by a Resident. The Co-op reserves the right to refuse the sale of additional manufactured 
homes to current residents based on the criteria established to determine the credit history of Resident. 
 
The Co-op reserves the right to refuse admittance to any prospective resident or renter based on the criteria established 
to determine the credit history and criminal background of prospective resident. 
 
 The Co-op reserves the right to require an application fee not to exceed the greater of $100.00 or the maximum cost 
allowed under 719.106 (i), Florida Statutes or Chapter 723, Florida Statutes. Management reserves the right to require a 
processing and screening fee. The failure of any prospective resident or renter to provide general background 
information, personal references and proof of financial responsibility shall be deemed a cause for refusal of residency. 
 
The Co-op specifically reserves the right to terminate the tenancy of any tenant pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 
723, Florida Statutes, upon determination by the Co-op that the tenant misrepresented or falsified any information on 
any application or entry forms required by the Co-op prior to admittance as a tenant of the community. In addition, the 
Co-op reserves the right to terminate the tenancy of a renter if the renter misrepresented or falsified any information on 
any application or entry forms required by Co-op prior to admittance.

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Share vs Land Lease 

Orange Harbor is a unique community. We are a Cooperative but fall under several different statutes under 

Florida Law. First and foremost, we are a 617 Not for Profit Corporation.  

Shareholder: Resident owned mobile home parks and communities in Florida or manufactured home co-op share is 

ownership interest in the entire mobile home community. You do not own the land that your manufactured home is 

sitting on (known as fee simple, in traditional real estate). Instead, your ownership is comparable to being a stockholder 

owning an interest in the entire community. The monthly fees are generally half of the lot rent fees paid on a land 

lease basis for those homes without a share. 

Cooperative properties are listed on the Multiple Listing Service or MLS alongside conventional real estate. When 

purchasing or selling a mobile home that is part of a co-op you are able to gain massive exposure in both selling your 

manufactured home or searching to buy your next mobile home. 

You pay real estate taxes just as you do on real property. Because the purchase price is relatively low, your taxes are not 

that high. If you are, or will be a Florida resident, you can homestead the property resulting in significantly lower real 

estate taxes. Other qualifying reductions in real estate taxes include disability and more. All rules and regulations must 

be followed. Applicants must be credit checked and background checks must be performed. Florida state statute 719 

known as The Cooperative Act is followed. 

Land Lease Owner: A land lease community is one where the owner of the home leases the land under which the 

home sits from a third party. The homeowner will need to renew the registration on their home annually. All rules and 

regulations must be followed. Applicants must be credit checked and background checks must be performed. Florida 

state statute 723, known as the Florida Mobile Home Act is followed.

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Orange Harbor History (This article appeared in an Orange Harbor picture directory in the 70's) 

In 1965 Mr. Al Buell, a nationally known artist, owned 78 acres of land on the Orange and Caloosahatchee rivers. He was joined by his 

brother Dwight, a retired engineer with the Shell Oil Co., in the planning of a waterfront park. Their dream was to build a beautiful 

mobile home park on this ideal location. They took their idea to the Mobile Home Mfg. Assn. of Chicago, who helped plan the park. 

Johnson Hall Engineering Co., which later became Carl E. Johnson & Associates, were given the supervision of the contract to build 

the park. They were instructed to spare no expense in the park development to assure those features that would add to the comfort 

and safety as well as beauty, such as wide paved palm-lined streets, off street parking, only one entrance, and the very finest utilities, 

etc. 

 The park was officially opened January 15, 1967, with Mr. & Mrs. John Sandidge as managers. Mr. & Mrs. Gene Freeman were the 

first residents. The first section was filled in the first two years and 36 spaces added in 1969-1970. There were 147 lots built for travel 

trailers, each with a tree and shrubs with all utilities on paved streets. It was filled almost as soon as completed.  

The Recreation Center was completed in 1970 and covers 8000 sq. ft. of space. The auditorium, with its large stage has seated and 

fed a hot co-op dinner for 364 from the double kitchen. There are 2 tastefully furnished lounge rooms which can be closed off for 

small meetings. There is a public address system, projection room, hi-fi, color television, a new piano, as well as plenty of storage 

space for tables and chairs. Showers are incorporated for the beautiful new swimming pool opened Christmas, 1971. All of this 

building is air conditioned.  

The shuffleboard court was enlarged, lighted and a covered grandstand built. Plans are now in the hands of the engineers and 

contractors to complete the park by adding 207 new spaces, making a total of 365 permanent home lots, and with the 170 travel 

trailer spaces, it gives the park a total of 535 spaces for a total population of slightly over 1000 people. It is expected that this 

expansion will be completed in 1972.Then Bill and Vera Pope, a delightful couple with fine personalities came to Orange Harbor as 

managers for approximately a year and 9 months, winning friends, and good will.  

There are many activities and something for everyone. A unique feature available is the 3 retired registered nurses, equipped with 

oxygen, blood pressure machine, first aid equipment and are always available. The Benevolent Society sends flowers and cards to the 

ill and bereaved. A traveling library stops once a week. The Art Club meets once a week and has a show each spring. Bingo is one 

night a week. The Boat Club is very active with trips and outings from the Gulf to the Atlantic. There is bowling one afternoon a week. 

B id e and   he  f rms 

of cards are held 3 times a week. Hobby class held once a week makes many and varied articles. There are 2 horse-shoe pits. Bible 

classes and a sing each Sunday night is enjoyed. The shufflers play park teams as well as other groups. 

 The park, being located on 2 rivers, affords an opportunity for all aquatic activities, especially fishing, as is evidenced by pictures in 

this section of the directory. A co-op dinner is held each month with entertainment after the dinner. Other special dinners are held 

from time to time. On February 15, 1972, our new management team, Harold and Nancy Graviss came our way. They came to us 

f  m an  he  la  e deluxe pa k  n Fl  ida’s eas  c as , Jamaica Bay M  ile Pa k. They a  ived via  he in  ac as al wa erway in their 

lovely houseboat, living aboard for a few days while their new double wide mobile home was made ready for them just across the 

street from the office. In just a short while they became acquainted with our residents and won the friendship and goodwill of all, 

being heartily welcomed aboard. Their many years of experience in park management have brought new innovations to make our 

park a more delightful place to live in and enjoy life and good healthy fun.  

The residents elect a Board of Directors each year, who in turn elect the officers for the purpose of setting up rules and regulations 

and coordinating the many activities.
