There has been a lot of activity in the office. We are waiting for building permits for the
entrance, office building and Pickleball courts. We will be building two Pickleball courts
alongside the office. We built a new dog park on the corner of Shoreland and Little Sun
Circle.

The reservations for the RV park are better than ever. We have new people booking dates in
the fall and spring. Our reservations for January, February and March are at 100%. We also
have more people taking advantage of our annual program.

We have changed our policy on storage rentals. Starting now we will not take reservations
for storage spots. It will be on a first come first served bases. Like the boat docks they will be
on a yearly fee. No monthly rentals. The storage yards are sold out for this season. We are
parking overflow trailers in the r eserved parking area. Once that is full you will need to go
off site.

For those in the storage areas the gates will now be locked. You will be emailed the combo,
or you can stop in the office for it. Please keep the area locked. Remember to place your
house number on the tongue of the trailer. Violators are subject to being towed.

Starting in December the office hours are changing. Monday-Friday 9:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M.,
Saturday and Sunday 10:00 A.M. to 3:00 P.M.

The office and maintenance will be closed November 25th-28th for Thanksgiving Holiday.

COVID-19 Guidance

Orange Harbor Clubhouse & and Common Area Usage

It is crucial to minimize the risks of spreading the
coronavirus. This guidance is in compliance with CDC
guidelines and is designed to maintain health and
safety standards requirements and physical distancing
directives while providing opportunity for our residents
to attend functions and participate in activities
throughout the park.

Use of Orange Harbor facilities and participation in
activities is At Your Own Risk.

Maintain at least 6 feet of separation as much as
possible in areas that may lead to close contact with
other people. Areas include: the clubhouse, both
pavilions, laundromat, other gathering spaces, and
outdoor activities.

The CDC recommends that you do not shake hands,
give high-fives, do elbow bumps, or touch others.
Close contact increases the risk of getting the COVID-
19 virus.

When attending an activity either inside or outside of
the clubhouse, maintain as much distance as possible
between yourself and other individuals, and use
masks if they do not interfere with your activity.

Follow proper prevention hygiene. Wash your
hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds,
especially after you have been in a public place, or after
blowing your nose, coughing or sneezing.

Use alcohol-based (at least 60% alcohol) hand
sanitizer when soap and water is not available. Hand
sanitizer is available in the common indoor areas, ie:
clubhouse, office and laundromat.

Residents with underlying medical conditions
should be extra vigilant in adherence to these
guidelines.

Clubhouse - Gatherings, Social Events & Activities

The OH community cleaning crew
sanitizes the clubhouse daily.

1 Use large round tables with only 6 chairs per
table. This will represent the maximum
number of people allowed in the clubhouse for
events and activities.

1 Social distancing should always be
encouraged.

i There will be no potluck dinners. Food
prepared in your home should not be brought
into the clubhouse for the purpose of sharing
with others.

9 Sanitize tables and other surfaces before and
after use.

1 Sanitize equipment before and after use (ie:
card tables microphones, pool cues, tables,
etc)

i Food prep in the kitchen: preparers and
servers should wear gloves and masks.
Kitchen should be sanitized before and after
use.

Monitor your health daily.
Watch for fever, cough, shortness of breath or other
symptoms of Covid-19. If you have any of these
symptoms or in general feel un-well, do not use any of
the Orange Harbor facilities or anticipate in any OH
events or activities; stay home and contact your
physician.

KAYAKING THE ESTERO RIVER

Overview: Going east the river is narrow with no power boats. Winding under trees in shallow water is very quiet and peaceful,
MY favorite way. Add on to this 2-hour trip or plan another trip by going west. The river starts as a curving black water stream
through hardwood hammocks, the lush shoreline eventually gives way to mangrove swamps, coastal bays and

islands. Yellow -crowned night herons, cormorants and anhingas are easily spotted; black -whiskered vireos and
mangrove cuckoos are rarer . Two prominent historic sites are featured along the trail: the Koreshan Community
and Mound Key. The trail also circumnavigates the island of Lov

GETTING READY FOR THE 2021 - 22 ORANGE HARBOR CATCH OF THE SEASON ?

Yes, that's right! The Orange Harbor Catch of the Season 2021-22 fishing tournament commence d on November 1%, and will
run th rough April 15, 2022. Recall that the  prize -winning fish must be caught by a resident from our beautiful Orange Harbor
shores, not from a boat. "Resident" means anyone residing in our park for longer than just a short visiting vacation. And the
prize -winning fish can either be the largest caught for the s eason (such as a tarpon) or a particularly large catch of a smaller
species.

Last year's 2020 -21 Catch of the Season winner was Tony Wellbaum's catch of a 65" tarpon. See the photo below. This was
an especially fun catch for Tony since his dad, Don Wellbau m, was the 2009 -10 winner with his catch of a 45" snook. The
winner gets his/her name and catch engraved upon our Catch of the Season fishing plaques proudly hanging on our clubhouse
trophy wall near the pool tables. The tournament was started in 1998.

Remember that this is meant to be fun, and your fish can be documented via a photo or a reliable witness. We must have the
species and length for our records. Most importantly, you must report your catch to the "Commissioner" below, preferably

via email or te xt to ensure correct spelling for the plaque engraving. Report your catches as soon as possible and we will keep

a running leaderboard.
